· Hi all you keen tennis players, 
· This league was established in response to those players that wish to play over the winter and wish to play singles and want to play Top Dog ranking games. This initiative will also help funds for the renovation of Mitchel Park. It is planned to complement winter sports activities as much as possible, and avoid conflict with the existing Frampton Regional Winter Interclub, and school holidays.  
1. The format will be teams of 2 (reserves are allowed but cannot play for 2 teams in a round) Please use reserves on the list as a first point of contact.
2. One doubles and then each of the players will play their singles. 
3. Mens Division 1 & 2 and Ladies Division 1 - best of 3 sets of 6 games with tie breaker at 6 all. 
4. Mens Division 3, and Ladies Division 2  – best of 2 sets to 4 (convential tie break at 3 all) with a super tie break at one set each. 

5. Play will be every other Sunday morning at 9:30 

6. Draws will depend on entries and will be circulated and posted on the HVTA website under draws and results sheets under forms. http://www.huttvalleytennis.co.nz/
7. The teams have been ranked by the highest top dog singles ranking from each team, rather than a combined ranking.
The top 2 teams in div 2 & 3 after term   2 will be promoted for term 3
The bottom 2 teams in div 1 & 2 will be demoted for term 3
In the event of a tie the result of the tied teams’ competition will determine the winner.
All matches best of 3 tie breaker sets.
The winner of the cup is the top team in term 3
8. Dates –

Mens 1 & 2 & 3  & Ladies 1 - Term 2 - 25 April, 9 May, 23rd May, 6 June, 20 June,     term 3:- 1 Aug, 15 Aug, 29 Aug , 12 Sept, 26 Sept

Mens  4 & 5 & Ladies 2 - Term 2:- 2 May, 16 May, 30 May, 13 June, 27 June, Term 3:- 25 July, 8 Aug, 22 Aug, 5 Sept, 12 Sept, 
9. Teams to confirm with each other by Thursday night before play, In the event of rain, the home team to decide and communicate with visiting team if a match should be called off. Rained off matches can either be rescheduled if both teams agree or split the points 3 each.
10. Results – 1 point per match plus 3 bonus points for an overall win. Results are required to be put promptly into TOPDOG by the winning team. See http://www.wellingtontennis.org.nz/results.cfm click on How to enter results on topdog. (If you cannot enter results it may be because I need to put your e mail in the player profile – send me an e mail, saying which results you are trying to enter.)
Teams to supply balls - those playing sets to 6 each team to supply 2 new balls for each round. - those playing sets to 4, the name on the ball to be visible.
