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COMPLEX MAINTENANCE REPORT

The past year has been uneventful in terms of maintenance, @ftthe requirements set by the
major developments of the past two years.

The development of a maintenance schedule means that it should be easier in future to
programme tasks such as replacement of equipment such as nets ( three new nets this year).

An annual moss spraying by Wellington Weed Control is helping to control moss on the front
courts, especially courts 1 & 2, which are shaded by the building. Users of the complex will be
well aware that the rear gates need repair and the netting on the firsbtir courts is overdue
for replacement. These projects will be part of the next complex development, projected for
the year ahead,and a quotation has already been received for the work on the netting.

Drainage remains less than perfect and it may be nesgary to open up more of the Astroturf
along the drains to allow quicker soakage, along with remedial work so the drains on the
front courts can be cleared of sand. Moving water away from the courts in very heavy rain
will, however, remain dependent upon low well the council drains outside Mitchell Park are
operating.

FOR THE 12 MONTH PERIOD ENDED 30 APRIL 2011

Reporting Entity
These are the consolidated financial statements of Hutt Valley Tennis Incorporated ("HVT'). HVT is an Incorporated

Society registered under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

HVT structures its business activities under three independent business units. The first is the tennis club which
provides membership to Member Clubs in the Hutt Valley region, Life Members and the Mitchell Park Squash Club, as
described in the Constitution Rules of HVT. The second business unit is the Complex which relates to the building and
facilities occupied by HVT. The third business unit is the Mitchell Park Squash Club (the 'Club’) which operates as a
separate sub-committee of HVT and had previously prepared its own special purpose financial statements.

Consolidated financial statements have been prepared for the year ending 30 April 2011. For the first time these
financial statements include the income and expenses, and assets and liabilities of the Club.

Other than the departure noted above, the financial statements have been prepared in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles.

HVT qualifies for differential reporting as it is not publicly accountable and is not large as defined in the Framework for
Differential Reporting issued by the New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants. HVT has taken advantage of all
available differential reporting exemptions.

Measurement Base
The HVT uses historical cost basis for the measurement and reporting of its results and financial position, except for

investments, which are measured at net market value.

Specific Accounting Policies
The following specific accounting policies that materially affect the measurement of financial performance and financial

position have been applied:

Grants Revenue - is included in operating revenue when earned. If particular conditions are attached
to a grant that would require it to be repaid if these conditions were not met, then the income received
is recorded as a liability under Income Received in Advance to the extent of the conditions not yet met

as at the year end.

Fixed Assets - are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation.

Fixed assets are depreciated over their economic useful life using the following straight line depreciation rates:

Stock - has been valued at the lower of cost or net realisable value. Cost is determined using the first-in, first out
(FIFO) method.

Investments - shares held in listed companies are recorded at net market value as at the reporting date. The Net
Market Value is calculated using the closing share price as published by the New Zealand Stock Exchange. The
resulting increase or decrease in value of shares held is recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance as

unrealised gain or loss on investments.

Comparative Figures - HVT changed its balance date from 31 May to 30 April in 2010 in order to coincide with the financial reporting
year of New Zealand Tennis. Consequently comparative figures in these financial statements are for the 11 month period ended 30 April
2010. As this is the first lime that consolidated financial stalements have been prepared incorporating the activities of the Mitchell Park
Squash Club, the comparative figures do not include Income and Expens and Aseels and Liabilities of the Mitchell Park Squash Club for

the year ended 30 April 2010.

Where appropriate, the comparative figures have been restated in order to conform with this year's presentation

Changes in Accounting Policies - The Committee has agreed the introduction of a Replacement Reserve to accumulate sufficient funds
to replace the Tennis Assets at the end of their useful life.
