OTHER BUSINESS:

i) Induction of Life Member:  Paddy Wells was inducted as an honorary Life Member of Hutt Valley Tennis Inc. President/Chairman, Brendon Smith, spoke of the years of committed service given to various Hutt Valley clubs and the Hutt Valley Association some highlights of which were: Management Committee 1984/96, Management Committee Chairman 1987/9, 1991/6; Regional Committee 1993/6; Current Chairman of the Mitchell Park Redevelopment Committee; 1988 Tennis NZ Administration Award; Instigator and promoter of the Rugby League (Business House), Sunday Evening Family Competition, Presidents and Masters Grades, and Players standards. Winner of several veterans titles, and this year winner in the 60 plus National Veterans Team event.
Life Member, Gary Nelson, also spoke endorsing the induction, pointing out the many extraordinary efforts Paddy made during his own tenure as chairman, not the least of which was being heavily involved in the running of two National Tennis Opens held at Mitchell Park.
Paddy Wells then stood and made an emotional response of thanks saying that he thought durability was the main key.

ii) Proposals of alterations to tennis affiliation structures:
Chairman, Brendon Smith, advised of the current status of the proposed Tennis NZ constitution and confirming that New Zealand is to be split into Regions through which all Tennis NZ activity etc will be directed. For the Hutt Valley Tennis Inc this means our regional centre will be Wellington but it is too early to identify specifics. Additional statements were made by John Donaghy, Hutt Valley Tennis Inc delegate to Tennis NZ, in a similar vein. It was pointed out that all documents received on this subject had been downloaded to the individual clubs for their own perusal at leisure. An undertaking that the outcomes of the Tennis NZ SGM & AGM in mid-August would also be downloaded to individual clubs as promptly as possible.

iii)Junior Regional Tennis Wellington Representative
The Chairman then introduced Jen Burridge, Junior Tennis Wellington Region, to the meeting and she in turn gave a brief outline of the intended programmes for the oncoming season.
iv) Redevelopment Committee
Paddy Wells, as chair of the Mitchell Park redevelopment committee gave a brief summary of progress to date; reaffirming funding would not be to the expense of the clubs and that a grant had been received from Hutt City Council specifically to study feasibility.

v) Trustees Viewpoint 

Warwick Stoupe of the Mitchell Park Trustees iterated the trustees concern that grant monies be spent wisely and their priority list was; courts first, existing building second, and indoor centre third.

vi) Mitchell Park Floodlights 
In answer to query, the meeting was informed that the problems in the Mitchell Park floodlights had been finally identified and once the replacement parts arrive from the USA and are in place no further problems are expected. The supplier has covered ALL costs incurred.
vii) Court Availability
Concern was expressed that court availability be maintained. Recent publicity giving an emphasis on the ‘casual player’ must not be at the expense of the affiliated player. There was general consensus that any reduction in the number of courts at Mitchell Park be avoided.
viii) Recent Death

It was brought to the meeting’s attention with sadness that Faith Dunphy had recently passed away. Faith had for many years been the mainstay and promoter of Junior Tennis in the Hutt Valley.
ix) Departing Committee Members 

The Chairman then expressed his thanks to Sylvia Wilmhurst and Irving Campbell, who did not stand for re-election to the Management Committee this year, for their stirling efforts over the past year.
The Chairman then closed the meeting, inviting delegates to make use of the facilities. Meeting closed 9.08pm.
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
