Minutes of the 62nd Annual General Meeting of Hutt Valley Tennis Inc.

Held at Mitchell Park on Monday 13th August 2007, starting 7.30pm

Welcome:The meeting was opened by the President/Chairman Brendon Smith who welcomed all in attendance and introduced the guest speakers, Nick Gutzewitz, Project Executive of Tennis NZ and Kevin Wilson CEO of Tennis Central.
It was then moved by Barry Yandle, seconded by Wayne Dahlberg that the meeting be adjourned to listen to a presentation by Nick Gutzewitz and Kevin Wilson on the Tennis NZ strategic plan and the creation of the regional concept and in particular the progress on Tennis Central. This was followed by extensive questions from the floor seeking further explanations and assurances of the benefits to Hutt Valley tennis and the responses frank.

MINUTES:  Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of the 31st July 2006 having been circulated were taken as read –

Matters Arising: (Other Business iv) P. Wells requested a clarification be made that the ‘grant monies’ mentioned were in fact HCC allocation made for their own assessment of the proposal.
ADOPTION OF ANNUAL REPORT:  It was moved that the Annual Report  be adopted Moved Brian Haymes/ Seconded John Donaghy. –Carried.
 No comment was made or sought from the floor.




ADOPTION OF ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT:  At this point the Chairman regretfully advised the meeting that the appointed Auditor, Mr Keith McKenzie, who had served the well, died on the 13th July and therefore the audit of annual accounts was unavoidably delayed. A new Auditor, Asha Mahommed, has undertaken to complete the audit but in the meantime the meeting had only the draft accounts before it. The chairman however expressed every confidence that, as the Association’s treasurer had been in his position for a number of years, the likelihood of any variance to those figures before the meeting would be only minor.

It was moved that the Annual Financial Statement , as presented, be adopted; with the exception of the Mitchell park Squash Club liability figures being in dispute. Moved Paul Fyfe/ Seconded John Donaghy – carried. The incoming Management Committee was urged to resolve the matter of dispute between Squash and HVT with urgency. Shop stock levels were queried as high relative to turnover; the chairman stated that the matter was in hand.

Confirmation of the completed audited accounts is to be forwarded to all clubs immediately received; should any variances occur  to that presented to this meeting club delegates will be requested to revisit the accounts.

FIX MEMBERSHIP FEES AND LEVIES:

The outgoing management committee recommended no change to the existing membership fees and levies.

NOTICES OF MOTION: 

1. Alteration to Rules of Hutt Valley Tennis by the deletion of unincorporated clubs, school associations, and Hutt Valley Umpires Association, and correct the title of New Zealand Tennis to Tennis NZ.  Much concern was expressed over the fate of Epuni School Club which was unincorporated and Carol Albrechtsen of Epuni School Club outlined the time consuming difficulties experienced in trying to update and incorporate whereas their members sole purpose of existence was to play tennis. Much discussion revolved around this point and the retention of Epuni School Club. An amendment to the Motion excluding the words ‘unincorporated clubs’ was accepted. Moved Paul Fyfe / Seconded John Donaghy –carried. The Motion as amended Moved Paul Fyfe / Seconded John Donaghy –carried
2. Complete transfer of operational activity (full merger) to Tennis Central Region with the exception of the Mitchell Park Complex. A number of points were raised on this Motion all of which centred on the same theme, namely that the lack of hard documentation going forward and that data presented to the clubs and delegates to date revolved on ‘Options and Projections’. Many referred to the earlier presentation by Tennis NZ and Tennis Central wherein it was stated hard documentation was yet to come forward. As a consequence it was proposed by Paul Fyfe / Seconded by Warwick Wyatt the motion be amended to read ‘Investigate the transfer of operational activity(full merger) to Tennis Central Region with the exception of the Mitchell Park Complex (the assets) and report back to a Special general Meeting.’ This amendment met with unanimous favour.

Moved Paul Fyfe / Seconded John Donaghy –Carried.
OTHER BUSINESS:

a) INDOOR CENTRE: Progress was sought on the proposed indoor centre. The chair informed the meeting of no tangible progress and that they had the support of Hutt City Council but that it was a slow process and a similar funding recently through HCC took five years. Piecemeal improvements had to be considered meantime.

b) SINGLES NIGHT: Suggestion was made to the incoming Management Committee to consider implementing a ‘Singles Night’ on a Tuesday Evening.

c) FLOODLIGHTS: Information was sought on the Mitchell Park floodlights and the meeting was brought up to date – lights problems generally thought to be remedied but a few lights giving problems – all costs currently met by manufacturers – voltage monitoring at the behest of the manufacturer is now being undertaken. 

d) OUTSIDE AREA IMPROVEMENT: It was suggested that the outside areas of Mitchell Park could be improved by the use of community workers. It was pointed out that community workers are almost permanently on site but enthusiasm and weather played a part on the quality of work done.

e) CONDITION REPORT: The meeting was advised that the Hutt City Council had recently completed a ‘Condition Report’ on the building at Mitchell Park. A number of items are requiring of speedy attention, including the outside stairs and the decking.

f) SPECIAL ITF AWARD FOR SERVICES TO THE GAME 2007 –BARRIE SHUTE: The chair on behalf of all present, and of Hutt Valley Tennis in general, expressed delight at the well deserved award that the chairman of the HVT Trustees, Barrie Shute NZOM, had received an ITF Award for Services to the Game which this year was awarded to only 12 recipients worldwide. Barrie served on the Management Committee and was a Board Member of Tennis NZ for twenty six years (1975 to 2000) amongst a raft of other administrative positions, including those in Hutt Valley Tennis Inc. He was made a life member of TNZ in 1999.
g) A vote thanks was made to the chair, Brendon Smith, for the sterling work done on behalf of the association as chairman over the period of years in what proved to be both difficult and arduous; and appreciation of his decision to continue as President. Acclamation was long and loud.
The Chairman then closed the meeting. Meeting closed   10.00  pm.
